The Possibility of New Life

The resurrection of Jesus is the
central event in the life of the church.
Early Christians moved their day of
worship to Sunday to coincide with the
day of the week on which Christ arose. So,
in a sense, every Sunday is an Easter
celebration. They also saw the value of
setting aside one day a year to mark this
as a sacred feast. They chose a date
similar to the Jewish Passover, a holiday
commemorating the deliverance from
slavery in Egypt. Christians understood
that Jesus had opened the way of
deliverance from sin and the doorway to
God.

The season of Lent developed as a
time of preparation for this holy
celebration. Maundy Thursday
commemorated the night that Jesus
instituted, or mandated, the Lord’s
Supper before he was betrayed, and
Good Friday marked the hour of his
crucifixion. The church would then gather
on Saturday night at sundown for the
Easter Vigil, spending the night in prayer,
baptizing new believers, hearing the story
of salvation retold in the reading of
biblical texts, and hearing the resurrection

message proclaimed.

Easter celebrates the possibility of
new life. When all appeared lost, when it
seemed as if the powers of darkness had
claimed victory, God reversed their verdict

and brought life out of death. In the
northern hemisphere, this holiday falls in
the Spring where budding trees and
awakening plants serve as visual
reminders of the creative power of God to
revive our souls and restore our hope. Let
us give thanks.
